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Here it is already August and everyone is asking, 
“Just how much fun can I have out in my yard this 
time of year?!?  All I do is water and things still 
look like . . . well, not like I imagined!”  
 
Thanks to all the rain we’ve had so late this year, 
the grass has really greened up.  But we know that 
the rain will stop and we will still have very, very 
hot days.  So if your grass starts taking on the 
color of a sandy beach, put some 20-0-0 fertilizer 
on it and water it in.  Some iron wouldn't hurt either  
and both will green your Bermuda grass right up. 
 
The containers that look bad are surely root bound 
so . . . REDO THEM!!!  Some of the home and 
garden stores and the Old Farmers Market still 
have flowers such as zinnias and petunias and 
other colorful plants that work well in your pots. 
 
I had purchased some of these plants to redo my 
pots and discovered I had missed redoing a pot — 
a PROMINENT pot in a very NOTICEABLE spot.  
“Oh no!” I thought.  “What to do. . .”  I got to look-
ing around at what was growing in my beds and 
big containers and realized I had a pot of periwin-
kles that were thriving.  I dug out two nice plants 
and transplanted them into my overlooked pot.   
What is the point of this little story?  If you have 
plants that are overgrowing their pot or garden 
space, you can divide them up and plant them 
elsewhere.  
 
Now is the time to think about planting a fall gar-
den.  My tomatoes didn’t do too well this year so 
out they went.  I’ve planted some green beans in 
their place.  You can also plant broccoli, brussel 
sprouts, radishes, lettuce, and carrots and all will 
produce before the first frost. 
 
The heat will soon be gone, but while it is here, 
don’t forget about your cats & dogs. Or the birds. 
Or the squirrels.  Even with all the rain, they will 
still need fresh water.

So we have had to custom design all the pieces 
of the signage and we are currently awaiting esti-
mates on the cost of creating a reusable form to 
pour our standards from.  Regarding this signage 

project, I would sincerely like to thank David Thach 
who has put an immense amount of effort and 
knowledge into the design of these markers.  With-
out him, the neighborhood would be out several 
thousand dollars on design costs alone.  Also a 
hearty thank-you to Jack of Architectural Antiques 
who has been our most recent and most knowledge-
able guide on this odyssey of ours.  Your advice has 
proved invaluable.  And a thanks to Rick Weber—a 
man unwilling to accept a title but always willing to 
accept responsibility. 

These individuals have made immense strides in get-
ting the signage into the neighborhood.  We hope to 
be able to see the fruits of their labor in place by 
early fall.
